· Interested in remote monitoring and diagnostics – setting and adjusting room temperatures.
· Can any sensor be wireless controlled and monitored ? … Yes

· Can the system let you know if a light bulb in a communal area is broken ?

· Only 20% of tenants have internet access – No land line only mobiles.

· Wi-fi networks can assign homes

· Linkage between energy savings and cost savings – will sell the idea. Potential for savings in communal areas of EMHA properties

· Light systems for communal areas – save energy reduce light pollution, safety needs must be covered

· Possible field trial – St Mary’s residential home for the elderly and frail. Control with EMHA not with residents ( heating levels, lighting etc )
· LU needs to develop hardware to a level that will allow a trial to be arranged. Think remote monitoring and control not individual tenants.
